Th e 
fi rst single from their debut album ("Confederate Railroad") 
was "She Took It Like A Man". It went to No. 26, a preview of 
what was to come. "Th e next two singles, "Jesus and Mama" 
and "Queen of Memphis" went to the top of the charts. Th ree 
more huge hits followed, "Trashy Women", "When You Leave 
Th at Way You Can Never Go Back", and "She Never Cried". 
"Trashy" would lead to a Grammy nomination and become 
their signature song. Th at album with six hits and nearly three 
million sales brought Confederate the Academy of Country 
Music's Best New Group Award in 1993 as well as numerous 
nominations from the Country Music Association and the 
British Country Music Foundation. 

Th e second album, "Notorious", produced one of the 
group's most popular songs "Daddy Never Was the Cadillac 

Kind" which became a No. One video as well. "Elvis and Andy" 
and "Summer in Dixie" would further establish the Railroad 
as one of the most versatile acts in the business. Th is album 
would sell more than one million. Th eir overal totals are 18 
charted hits and fi ve million albums sold. 

From rowdy country to raw emotion, a Confederate Rail-
road concert today covers a wide range of feelings. Young 
people will be there rocking to "Trashy Women", while their 
parents and even grandparents will likely be singing along to 
"Jesus and Mama". Th e band plays 100 or so dates each year. 
Whatever the venue, they are right at home…be it a fair, a club, 
or a biker show. Shirley, the lead singer and vocalist, and his 
mates, Mark Dufresne on drums, Mo Th axton on bass and 
vocals, Rusty Hendrix on lead guitar and Joey Recker on key-
boards and vocals are obviously having fun right along with 
their appreciative audience. At the end of each show, the band 
stays around until every fan who wants an autograph, or to 
pose with the group for a picture or just say "hello" is taken 
care of.
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Carolina Blue is a Brevard, NC based band whose roots run 
deep in the tradition of Bill Monroe. Th e band was formed in 
2007 aft er the release of the album "Nothing So Blue" by Bobby 
Powell and Tim Jones. Carolina Blue won the South Carolina 
state bluegrass championship at RenoFest in 2011. Th ey also 
received their fi rst Vocal Group of Th e Year Nomination at the 
2018 SPBGMA Awards Show. Th ey have appeared on the hit 
TV show “Song Of Th e Mountains” as well as “Th e Bluegrass 
Trail” series on RFDTV. Th e band's repertoire consists of orig-
inal songs (including Tim Jones' "Spring Will Bring Flowers", 
which was recorded by 2014 IBMA entertainers of the year 
Balsam Range), many bluegrass favorites, and gospel too, all 
done in the traditional style.

been made for the 2019 fair.  Below is a list of changes that have been included in this handbook.  Be sure to check 
the rules and regulations for all departments and classes. Entry Deadline – SAT., Aug. 17, 2019 at 5pm.  Late en-
tries accepted at the discretion of the Department Superintendent, if space is available.

* 9am to 5pm • Fri., Aug. 16 • Sat., Aug. 17 * 12pm to 5pm • Fri., Aug. 23 • Fri., 
Aug. 30 • Sat., Aug. 31 • Sun., Sept. 1* 9am to 5pm • Mon., Sept. 2, 12pm-5pm 

THE FOLLOWING POLICIES HAVE BEEN ESTABLISHED AND AUTHO-
RIZED BY THE BELMONT CO. AGRICULTURAL SOCIETY BOARD OF 
DIRECTORS FOR THE 2019 BELMONT CO. FAIR.

** 1. No person shall be permitted to make solicitations of any nature, post or 
display signs, distribute handbills or advertising material, or sell or distribute free 
any merchandise, except persons in contracted concession or commercial rented 
spaces.

** 2. Disorderly people will be removed from grounds and illegally parked ve-
hicles will be towed from grounds at owner’s expense. Vehicles are  prohibited from 
parking around the livestock barns.

** 3,  NO alcoholic beverages or drugs are permitted on the fairgrounds or in the 
camping areas.  Violators will be removed from the fairgrounds immediately and 
will not be permitted to return to the fairgrounds the remainder of the 2018 fair.  
In addition, violators will not be permitted on the fairgrounds or in camping areas 
for the 2019 fair.

** 4.  Concealed weapons are prohibited in buildings on the fairgrounds.
** 5.  Hand held laser devices, build-up games, helium tanks or helium fi lled bal-

loons are prohibited.  Violators will be subject to possible dismissal from the fair-
grounds at the discretion of the concession manager and/or the Belmont County 
Agricultural Society.

** 6.  ALL DOGS OR PETS (EXCEPT HELPER DOGS IN USE BY THEIR 
OWNER AND DOGS BEING USED IN CONTRACTED PERFORMANCES) 
ARE PROHIBITED ON GROUNDS OR IN EXHIBITION BUILDINGS.

** 7.  Offi  cial veterinarian approved by the Ohio Department of Agriculture is Dr. 
Harold Kemp Large Animal Veterinary Service, LLC.

** 8.  All bills must be presented by Nov. 1 or they will not be paid within the fi scal 
year.  All checks not cashed within 60 days will be voided and payment refused.

** 9.  Th e Belmont Co. Agricultural Society is not responsible for printing errors 
in the 2019 Belmont Co.Fair Handbook.

**10.  Lost and Found Dept. is located at the Secretary’s Offi  ce, located next to the 
Carnes Center and Main Entrance.

**11.  No Refunds – No Rain Dates.
12. Not  responsible for loss/damages to vehicles while parked in parking areas.

CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I - NAME
SECTION 1.  The Society shall be known as the “Belmont County 

Agricultural Society”.
ARTICLE II - PURPOSE

SECTION 1.  The purpose of this Society shall be to promote and 
encourage agriculture, industry, schools, science, art and other in-
terests of Belmont County, which the Board deems proper, and in 
the best interest of the community.
ARTICLE III - MEMBERSHIP 

SECTION 1.  Any Belmont County resident 18 years of age or older 
may become a member of this Society by paying annually the mem-
bership fee ϐixed by the Board of Directors.  Membership certiϐi-
cates shall entitle the member to whom it is sold admission to the 
fair as the Board of Directors may determine and to vote for direc-
tors at the annual election.

SECTION 2.  No person shall pay for or secure more than one mem-
bership and that membership shall be for that person.  No member-
ships shall be issued to any entity other than a natural person.

 SECTION 3.  Membership tickets shall be placed on sale annually 
beginning Thursday during the preceding years’ county fair and 
shall remain on sale through the ϐirst day of the current years’ fair.  
Notice of days, hours when memberships can be purchased and the 
place where they may be purchased shall be announced in the an-
nual premium list and in at least one newspaper of general circula-
tion in Belmont County, twice during the sale, once when they go 
on sale and again no less than seven or more than twenty-one days 
before the sale is terminated.
ARTICLE IV - BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION 1. The membership shall consist of 21 and no more 
than 24 elected members.  In addition to the elected members, the 
County Superintendent of Schools and an employee of the Ohio 
State University Extension Service shall be Ex-Ofϐicio Members.  All 
terms for directors shall be three (3) years with one-third of the di-
rectors elected annually.

SECTION 2.  Any vacancy on the Board caused by death, resigna-
tion, refusal to qualify, removal from county or other cause may be 
ϐilled by the Board until the next annual election, when a Director 
shall be elected for the unexpired term. Those wishing to be ap-
pointed to the BOARD must attend at least three meetings or two 
meetings with participationin two planned events, submit a letter 
of intent, and address the Board of Directors as to why they feel 
they would be an asset to the BOARD. 

SECTION 2a. To protect and ensure the safety of children partici-
pants, all current directors (board members) will have a criminal 
background check undertaken by March 1, 2019 with the results to 
be submitted to the Belmont County Agricultural Society Secretary. 
After his or hers initial background check, each director shall un-
dertake to have an additional background check performed every 
three years with results submitted to Belmont County Agricultural 
Society Secretary. All candidates for a director (board) shall have 
a background check undertaken and the results submitted to Bel-
mont County Agricultural Society before he or she is able to assume 
their position. Disqualifying criminal convictions are those listed in 
Ohio Reserve Code Section 109.572(a) (1). Any director found to 

have been convicted of any of these criminal offenses shall be re-
moved from their positions. Any successful candidate for a direc-
tor’s position found to have been convicted of any of these criminal 
offenses will not be permitted to assume their position. Additional-
ly, those charged with one of these offenses but not convicted, shall 
be required to abstain from any and all Belmont County Agricul-
tural Society functions and activities until the matter has concluded. 
However should the candidate or director petition the BOARD that 
extenuating circumstances exist in regards to the criminal convic-
tion or charge, the BOARD with ¾ vote in favor may permit the di-
rector to remain in his or her position.SECTION 3.  Any ofϐicer or di-
rector absent for three consecutive regular meetings may have his 
ofϐice declared vacant by a majority vote of the Board of Directors.  
Any ofϐicer or director who fails to participate in twenty ϐive percent 
of additional activities may have his/her ofϐice declared vacant by a 
majority vote of the Board of Directors .

SECTION 4.  Any director who openly or actively works in any 
manner detrimental to the best interest of the Society as a whole 
may be removed from the Board of Directors by a majority vote of 
the Board of Directors.  The director removed from the board by a 
majority vote of the Board of Directors will not be eligible to seek 
another term on the Board of Directors.

SECTION 5.  Directors serving on the board more than nine years 
or three consecutive terms will receive a lifetime admission pass for 
the Belmont County Fair, upon retirement.
ARTICLE V - ELECTION

SECTION 1.  The annual election of the Board of Directors shall be 
held on the Belmont County Fairgrounds on Saturday during the 
Belmont County Fair from 10am until 2pm at a location to be an-
nounced.

SECTION 2.  The President of the Society shall appoint 3 judges 
and 2 clerks who are members of the Society, but not candidates for 
election, to conduct the election of directors for the Society accord-
ing to the Laws and Rules as set forth by the Ohio Department of 
Agriculture, and to declare the results thereof.

SECTION 3.  The Annual election shall be by ballot.  Ballots must be 
marked opposite the name of each candidate voted for.

SECTION 4.  Only members of the Society, currently residents of 
Belmont County and with paid memberships, may vote at the an-
nual election.

SECTION 5.  Society members desiring to run as a candidate for 
the ofϐice of director must have attended at least three regular 
meetings of the Board of Directors during the current year. Society 
members must declare their candidacy for the ofϐice of director by 
ϐiling with the secretary a petition signed by ten or more members 
of the society who are residents of Belmont County, Ohio, at least 
seven days before the annual election of directors is held.  The of-
ϐicial ballot shall contain only the names of the candidates who have 
signed the necessary petition and who have met the ϐiling require-
ments to be eligible for the election as a director.  Blank petitions 
shall be furnished by the Society and shall be obtained from the 
Secretary of the Society.

SECTION 6.  Notice of the election, the ϐiling requirements for the 
ofϐice of director and information as to how these may be fulϐilled 
shall be announced in the annual premium list and twice in at least 
one newspaper of general circulation in Belmont County, Ohio, no

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earlier than six weeks and no later than two weeks before the elec-
tion.

SECTION 7.  The term of ofϐice of the retiring Directors shall expire 
and that of the Directors-elect begin at the October meeting of the 
Board of Directors.
ARTICLE VI - ANNUAL MEETING OF MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1.  The annual meeting of the members of the Society 
shall be held at the appropriate site in Belmont County, Ohio, at the 
time ϐixed by the Board of Directors, which date shall not be later 
than Nov. 30.

SECTION 2.  At the annual meeting, the ofϐicers and directors of 
the Society shall make reports to the membership of the Society 
concerning the past fair and make recommendations for the bet-
terment of future fairs.  The members shall be given opportunity 
to make suggestions and recommendations for the improvement 
of the Society and its fair.  Such other business may be presented as 
may be prescribed by this Constitution or as may be deemed proper 
by the Board of Directors.
ARTICLE VII-ORGANIZATION AND MEETINGS

SECTION 1.  The Board of Directors shall meet immediately fol-
lowing the annual meeting and elect by ballot a President, Vice 
President, Secretary and Treasurer to serve one year terms (begin-
ning Dec. 1 through Nov.30 each year) and until their successors are 
elected and qualiϐied.

SECTION 2.  All ofϐicers shall be members of the Society.  The Presi-
dent and Vice President shall be directors.  The Secretary and Trea-
surer may or may not be directors.

SECTION 3.  Before the election of ofϐicers is conducted, the newly 
elected directors shall qualify by taking the following afϐirmation 
before a notary public:  “I do solemnly afϐirm that I will support the 
Constitution of the United States, the Constitution of the State of 
Ohio, laws of Ohio and regulations of the Department of Agriculture 
of Ohio pertaining to Agricultural Societies and to the best of my 
ability perform the duties of Director of the Belmont County Agri-
cultural Society, so help me God.”
ARTICLE VIII - AMENDMENTS

SECTION l.  Amendments to the Constitution and By-Laws may be 
proposed by:  (A) A majority of the vote of Directors at a scheduled 
meeting voting in favor of placing amendment on the ballot or (B) 
Filing a petition with the Secretary of the Society at least fourteen 
days prior to the annual meeting of the members of the Society.  
Said petition must set forth a proposed amendment and be signed 
by not less than twenty-ϐive members of the Society.

SECTION 2.  If an amendment is proposed, it shall be submitted to 
the membership of the Society at the annual meeting of the mem-
bership of the Society.

SECTION 3.  When more than one amendment shall be submitted 
at the same time, they shall be so submitted as to enable the mem-
bers to vote on each amendment separately.  Amendments shall be 
published in at least one newspaper of general circulation in Bel-
mont County, Ohio, not less than three or more than ten days before 
they are to be voted on.

SECTION 4. If the majority of the membership voting on the pro-
posed amendment shall adopt such amendment, it shall become a 
part of the Constitution and By-Laws.
ARTICLE IX - COMPENSATION

SECTION 1.  The compensation of Board members shall be ϐixed 
by the Board in accordance with the rules of the Ohio Department

The Board of Directors shall set the dates for the an-
nual exposition of the Society, subject to the approval of the Ohio 
Director of Agriculture.

ARTICLE XI - ADOPTION OF RULES
SECTION l.  The rules governing the operation of County Agricul-

tural Societies by the Ohio Department of Agriculture are hereby 
adopted.

BY-LAWS
ARTICLE I - QUORUM

SECTION 1.  A majority of the members of the Board of Directors 
shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.
ARTICLE II - MEETINGS

SECTION 1.  The regular meetings of the Board of Directors shall 
be held the fourth Thursday of each month at 8pm unless changed 
by a majority vote of directors.

SECTION 2.  Meetings may be held when necessary, at the call of 
the President or at the call of the Secretary upon the written request 
to Secretary by not less than nine members of the Board of Direc-
tors.

SECTION 3. All members of the Board of Directors shall be notiϐied 
of meetings at least two days before the meeting.  The notice need 
not specify the purpose of the meeting.

SECTION 4.  All meetings of the Board of Directors shall be con-
ducted according to Roberts Rules of Order.
ARTICLE III - ORDER OF BUSINESS

SECTION 1.
1. Call to Order, 2. Pledge of Allegiance, 3. Roll Call, 4. Reading and 

Approval of Minutes, 5. Treasurer’s Report, 6. Accounts Payable, 7. 
Report of Committees, 8. Report of Ofϐicers, 9. Unϐinished Business, 
10. New Business, 11. Appointments, 12. Adjournment.

SECTION 2. The order of business may be temporarily suspended 
at any meeting upon a majority vote of the Board of Directors.
ARTICLE IV- DUTIES OF OFFICERS

SECTION 1. It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all 
meetings of the Board, to appoint committees, and to perform such 
other duties as are determined by the Board.

SECTION 2. It shall be the duty of the Vice President to assume 
all duties of the President in the event of his absence or vacancy of 
ofϐice and to perform such other duties as are determined by the 
Board.

SECTION 3. It shall be the duty of the Secretary to: (1) Keep a list of 
all members of the Society;  (2) Keep accurately a record of all pro-
ceedings of the Society and the Board;  (3) Notify all members of the 
Board of the time and place of all meetings;  (4) Give the members 
of the Society notice of the time and place of the annual election 
of the Board of Directors and the annual meeting of the member-
ship;  (5) Keep strict account of all moneys that may come into his 
hands and pay the same over to the Treasurer and take his receipt 
therefore;  (6) Make out the annual report to the Ohio Department 
of Agriculture and (7) Perform such other duties as are determined 
by the Board.

SECTION 4.  It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to:  (1) Receive all 
moneys and give a receipt for the same as to amounts and sources 
from which it came;  (2) Keep a correct itemized account of all re-
ceipts and expenditures of money;  (3) Countersign with the Presi-
dent, Vice President or Secretary checks for payment of funds by 
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the Society;  (4) Verify that Treasurer’s Books are reconciled with 
bank statements monthly;  (5) Provide monthly ϐinancial statement 
for each Board meeting;  (6) Assist Secretary with annual report to 
the Ohio Department of Agriculture; and (7) Perform such other du-
ties as are determined by the Board.
ARTICLE V - RULES

SECTION 1.  The Board of Directors may enact Rules and Regula-
tions for conducting the business of the Society as long as they do 
not conϐlict with their Constitution or By-Laws, regulations of the 
Department of Agriculture, or laws of the State of Ohio.

SECTION 2.  The Executive Board will consist of the president, vice 
president, secretary and treasurer. In addition, one director from 
each term limit will be elected to serve on the Executive Board. The 
Executive Board serves as a committee within the organization. The 
Executive Board has the authority to make decisions and insure 
that those decisions are carried out at the discretion of the Board 
of Directors. 
ARTICLE VI - Auxiliary Board

SECTION 1. The Belmont County Agricultural Society Auxiliary 
Board will consist of volunteers who have completed a successful 
background check: are recommended by a current board member 
and hold a current membership .They may serve on committees 
but no voting privileges granted.

  1.  All exhibitors shall be required to have all open class entries 

in the hands of the Fair Secretary, Becky Selmon, P.O. Box 704 St. 
Clairsville, OH 43950 and fees paid by 5 pm, Sat., Aug. 17, 2019. En-
tries may be made by mailing your entries and fees (postmarked on 
or before Aug. 17, 2019) or in person at the Secretary’s ofϐice on the 
fairgrounds from 9 am to 5 pm on  Fri., and Sat. Aug. 16 and 17.  Late 
entries will be accepted at the discretion of the Secretary or Depart-
ment Superintendent if space is available. 

2. All exhibitors must purchase a $22 membership ticket (if a 
resident of Belmont County and age 18 or over) or a $25 exhibitor 
ticket (if not a resident of Belmont County and/or under age 18).  In 
addition, entry fees must be paid as listed in Department I, II and III.

3. Entries once entered upon the books of the Secretary cannot 
be withdrawn for the purpose of entering the same in another sec-
tion or class or in the same section or class.

4. No refunds will be made on entries received.
5. Members of the same family will not be permitted to compete 

for the same kind of article without paying an additional entry fee.
6. Unless otherwise listed, no exhibit is to be entered in the name 

of any other than the bona ϐide owner.
7. None but the department superintendent(s) of the Belmont 

County Agricultural Society will be permitted to examine the books 
before premiums are awarded.

8. In order to protest an entry in either Open Class or Junior Fair, 
the following guidelines and procedures must be followed.  (1) The 
protest must be submitted in writing to the Department Superin-
tendent within 24 hours of action being protested.  (2) Before any 
further action is taken, a $50 deposit must accompany the written 
protest.  (3) Immediate action will be taken after review of the pro-
test ϐirst by Junior Fair Board of Directors (if a Junior Fair entry), 
then by the Belmont County Agricultural Society’s Board of Direc-
tors Executive Committee and then by the Belmont County Agricul-
tural Society Board of Directors for a ϐinal decision on the matter.  
(4) If protester is correct, the $50 deposit will be returned.  If pro-
tester is ruled incorrect, the $50 deposit becomes the property of 
the Belmont County Agricultural Society.
EXHIBITS AND JUDGING

1. Exhibitors shall receive from the secretary a card or cards 
containing the number and class for entries made.  This card(s) is 
required before exhibits are placed on fairgrounds.

2. All livestock must be in place on the fairgrounds by 7 pm., 
Tues., Sept. 3, 2019.  No animals or tack can be put in place before 5 
pm., Sun., Sept. 1, 2019.

3. All Domestic Arts, Horticulture and Grange exhibits must be in 
place by date and time listed in the rules of each department and/
or section of the fair handbook.

4. Livestock entries may be removed from 12 midnight Sat., Sept. 
7 til 10 am Sun., Sept. 9.  Any livestock remaining on the grounds at 
10 am Sun., Sept. 8 must remain on the grounds until 5 p.m. Sun., 
Sept. 8.  All other exhibits, including commercial and concession 
displays, must remain in place until 5 p.m., Sun., Sept.  8.

 5. Any exhibitor in open class or junior fair will forfeit premiums 

and be barred from exhibition at the fair the following year if exhibit 
removal time is violated without approval of the Belmont County 
Agricultural Society Board of Directors.

6. The Department Superintendents and Committees will take 
every precaution in their power for the preservation of all articles 
on exhibit after their arrival and arrangement on the grounds, but 
will not be responsible for loss or damage.

7. When there is but one exhibitor of several animals or articles 
in the same class, ϐirst, second, or third premium will be awarded 
according to the merit of the exhibit. 

8. If animal or article is not deemed worthy of premium, the 
judge will not make the award.

9. The decision of the judge(s) is ϐinal.
10. It is the duty of the Superintendent of the various depart-

ments to assist the awarding committee in ϐinding the articles on 
exhibition and see that none shall be overlooked.
ADDITIONAL RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR 
LIVESTOCK EXHIBITS

1. No more than two entries per exhibitor in each of the single 
classes and no more than one entry per exhibitor in each of the 
group classes.

2. No entries will be accepted after sufϐicient entries to ϐill all 
stalls and pens have been received.

3. All exhibitors must give total head of livestock when making 
entries.

4. The Department Superintendents reserve the right to take 
measures prior to assigning entries to pens or stalls during the fair 
that may be deemed necessary to protect the health of livestock 
shown at the fair.

5. Registration papers must be available upon request.
6. No bedding will be provided. 
7. Livestock entries for herds bred under one general manage-

ment cannot be shown by two owners, nor can two different breed-
ers combine their stock for one exhibit.

8. Any animal entered for exhibition in one class cannot compete 
for a premium in any other way except as one of a pair or herd.

9. No person other than the ofϐicers of the Society, judges, exhibi-
tors of the stock and invited guests will be permitted to enter the 
ring where stock is being exhibited, and these will have places as-
signed them by the Department Superintendents.

10. The standard authority in all cases of pedigrees of livestock 
shall be the recognized  “record” of such class or breed.  All animals 
must be registered when shown for pure blood if they are of the 
proper age for registration.

11. The Belmont County Agricultural Society’s Board of Direc-
tors reserves the right to test for drugs or disqualify any and all ani-
mals at their discretion at the 2019 Belmont County Fair.

12.  All stalls are to be cleaned by the exhibitor following the re-
moval of the animals.

13. Any violation of these regulations will forfeit premiums.
14. Entry fees are as follows:  $5.00 per class for all beef and 

dairy cattle and $2.50 per class for all goats except for champion-
ship classes.

Open Class Rules and Regulations for Exhibitors
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15. Five (5) Single Day Passes will be issued to each livestock ex-
hibitor who exhibits 5 or more animals.

16. All Inspection and Health Requirements of Livestock Exhib-
ited in Ohio apply.    
INSPECTION & HEALTH REQUIREMENTS OF LIVESTOCK EX-

901:1-18-01  Chapter’s Application
(A) Animals listed in this chapter when moved or imported 

into Ohio for exhibition purposes only shall comply with the re-
quirements of this chapter and when in compliance with the pro-
visions of this chapter shall, with the exception of rules governing 
movement and importation of quarantined animals, be exempt 
from any other rules governing movement within or importation 
into Ohio.

(B) Animals moved within or imported into Ohio for any pur-
pose in addition to exhibition  shall  meet  all movement and import 
requirements of Chapter 901:1-17 of the Administrative Code.

901:1-18-02  De initions
As used in this chapter:
(A) “Exhibition” means any public show of animals which is 

sponsored by or under the control of an Ohio county or indepen-
dent agricultural society organized under chapter 1711 of the Re-
vised Code; or the Ohio State Fair; or which is assembled for a pe-

riod which exceeds thirty-six hours or contains animals of origins 
other than Ohio.

(B) “Certiϐicate of Veterinary Inspection” means a form from 
the state of origin which has been issued and completed by a li-
censed and accredited veterinarian attesting to the health status 
and identiϐication of an animal listed thereon.

(C) “Approved Veterinarian” means any licensed and accred-
ited veterinarian approved by the Ohio Department of Agriculture, 
or an employee of the Ohio Department of Agriculture or the United 
States Department of Agriculture, Animal Plant Health Inspection 
Service, Veterinary Services.

(D) “Licensed and Accredited Veterinarian” means a person 
who is licensed by the state of Ohio to practice veterinary medicine 
and who is certiϐied by the United States Department of Agriculture, 
Animal Plant Health Inspection Service, Veterinary Services, to be 
an accredited veterinarian.

(E) “Residue” means poisonous or deleterious pesticide 
governed by 40 C.F.R. 180, any poisonous or deleterious substance 
governed by 21 C.F.R. 109.6 or any other substance governed by 21 
C.F.R.556.

(F) “Contagious or infectious disease” means any disease, 
including any foreign animal disease, or vector, capable of transmis-
sion by any means from a carrier animal to a human or to another 
animal and includes dangerously contagious or infectious diseases.

(G) “Tuberculosis accredited free herd” is one that has passed 

F o o d  M a r k e t s
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at least two consecutive annual negative ofϐicial tests for tuberculo-
sis in accordance with the “Uniform Methods and Rules – Bovine 
Tuberculosis Eradication”, and has no other evidence of bovine tu-
berculosis.  

901:1-18-03 Exhibitions: 
Sanitation, Inspection and Records

(A) Each entity sponsoring an exhibition shall have in attendance 
an approved veterinarian for the duration of the exhibit.

(B)  Each entity sponsoring an exhibition shall:
     (1) Immediately, prior to an exhibition and under the direc-

tion of the approved veterinarian, thoroughly clean and disinfect 
each building, pen, stall, ring or other enclosure in which animals 
are to be quartered for exhibition;

     (2) Have the approved veterinarian:
(a) Examine the certiϐicate of veterinary inspection when re-

quired for an animal brought to the exhibition;
(b) Inspect within a reasonable time of arrival each animal 

brought to the exhibit for symptoms of any infectious or contagious 
diseases; 

(c) Daily inspect each animal present at the exhibition for symp-
toms of infectious or contagious disease.

(3) Maintain a record for one year from the date of the exhibition 
of each animal present at the exhibit.  The record shall contain the 
name and address of the owner of each animal and the species and 
breed of the animal.

(4) May order the immediate removal of any animal which in the 
opinion of the approved veterinarian places other animals at unac-
ceptable risk of disease.

(C) An exemption from the requirements of paragraph (B)
(1) of this rule may be requested from the department and will 
be granted when, in the judgment of the department, cleaning and 
disinfection will serve no purpose.  By way of example only, clean-
ing and disinfection will generally serve no purpose in a newly con-
structed building that has never been occupied.

901:1-18-04  Exhibitors
(A) No person shall present for exhibition or exhibit an animal 

which he knows or has reason to suspect is affected with or has 
been exposed to a dangerously contagious or infectious disease or 
residue.

(B) The owner or bailee of an animal with symptoms of an in-
fectious or contagious disease shall, when directed by an exhibition 
ofϐicial, the approved veterinarian, or an employee of the Ohio De-
partment of Agriculture, immediately remove the animal from the 
exhibition premises.

(C) Upon request, each person who presents for exhibition or 
exhibits an animal, shall make available any certiϐicate of veterinary 
inspection, registration certiϐicates, vaccination certiϐicate, and oth-
er documents to exhibition ofϐicials, the approved veterinarian or 
an employee of the Ohio Department of Agriculture.

(D) Each person who presents for exhibition or exhibits an ani-
mal for which a certiϐicate of veterinary inspection is required by 
rules 901: 1-18-01 to 901:1-18-11 of the Administrative Code shall 
forward a copy of the certiϐicate of veterinary inspection to the Ohio 
Department of Agriculture’s Division of Animal Industry.

901:1-18-05  Poultry and Fowl
(A) All  turkeys,  chickens  and  game birds  moved within or im-

ported into Ohio for exhibition must:
     (1) Originate directly from a ϐlock  or hatchery which is a par-

ticipant in the national poultry improvement plan for the eradica-
tion of disease and be accompanied by documentary evidence that 
they meet the requirements of this paragraph; or

    (2) Originate directly from a  ϐlock  which  has had a nega-
tive test for pullorum/fowl typhoid disease within twelve months 
preceding the opening date of exhibition and be accompanied by 
documentary evidence that they meet the requirement of this para-
graph; or

    (3) Have had a negative test for pullorum/fowl typhoid dis-
ease, within ninety days, preceding the opening date of the exhibi-
tion and be accompanied by documentary evidence that they meet 
the requirement of this paragraph; or

    (4) Be tested for pullorum/fowl typhoid disease upon arrival 
at the exhibition by a tester approved by the Ohio Department of 
Agriculture and found negative.

(B)The rapid whole blood  test shall  not be used to test turkeys 
for compliance with the requirements of paragraphs (A)(2),(A)(3) 
and (A)(4) of this rule.

(C)Waterfowl, doves and pigeons are exempt from this rule.
901:1-18-06  Cattle

(A) Cattle moved within Ohio for exhibition:
  (1) The animals presented for exhibition must show no                       

symptoms or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease. 
(B) All cattle imported into Ohio for exhibition must:
    (1) Be accompanied by a certiϐicate of veterinary inspection 

issued within thirty days preceding the opening date of the exhibi-
tion; 

    (2) Originate from a tuberculosis-accredited free herd, an ac-
credited free state or zone, or a  modiϐied accredited advanced state 
or zone;

    (3) If originate from a modiϐied accredited state or zone must 
comply with Rule 901:1-17-03 of the Administrative Code;

    (4) If originate from an accreditation preparatory or a non-
accredited state or zone are prohibited from exhibition;

    (5) If from a brucellosis class A state or area/zone must be 
negative to an ofϐicial brucellosis test within thirty days of the open-
ing date of the exhibition unless: they are under six months of age, 
steers, or ofϐicial vaccinates under twenty months of age (dairy) or 
twenty-four months of age (beef); and 

    (6) If from a brucellosis class B or C state or area/zone must 
meet all requirements for pre-entry testing as speciϐied in 9 C.F. 
78.9 and obtain an Ohio permit prior to movement. 

(C) Cattle from a  brucellosis  certiϐied free herd or class free state 
or area/zone are not required to be brucellosis tested.

901:1-18-07  Goats
(A) Goats moved within Ohio for exhibition: The animal present-

ed for exhibition must show no symptoms or evidence of an infec-
tious or contagious disease.

(B) Goats imported into Ohio for exhibition; 
    (1) Must be accompanied by a certiϐicate of veterinary inspec-
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tion issued within thirty days preceding the opening date of the ex-
hibition;  

    (2) The animal presented for exhibition must show no symp-
toms or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease; and

    (3) The owner and the veterinarian must attest to the follow-
ing statement written on the certiϐicate of veterinary inspection, 
“the goats in this shipment are not know to be under any movement 
restrictions because of “scrapie.”

    (4) Originate from a tuberculosis accredited free herd as de-
ϐined in rule 901-18-02 (G) of the Administrative Code for bovine 
tuberculosis eradication; or

    (5) Originate from a bovine accredited free state or zone, or a 
bovine modiϐied accredited advanced state or zone; or

    (6) Originate from a bovine modiϐied accredited state or zone 
must comply with Rule 901:1-17-06 of the Administrative Code.

 (C)If originate from a bovine accreditation preparatory 
or a bovine non-accredited state or zone are prohibited from exhi-
bition.

          (See additional information at end.)
901:1-18-08  Horses, Mules and Ponies

(A) Horses, mules and ponies moved within Ohio for exhibition:
    (1) If not under quarantine and  if they are free of any signs of 

a contagious or infectious disease; and     (2) If the animal is twelve 
months of age or older, the exhibition manager may require that the 
animal has been tested and classed negative to an ofϐicial test for 
equine infectious anemia within twelve months of the opening date 
of the exhibition. 

(B) Horses, mules and ponies imported into Ohio for exhibition:
    (1) Shall be accompanied by an ofϐicial certiϐicate of veterinary 

inspection issued within thirty days of the opening date of the ex-
hibition or obtain a permit for extended time granted by the chief 
of the division of animal industry as authorized in paragraph (C) of 
rule 901:1-17-01 of the Administrative Code; and

    (2) If the animal is twelve months of age or older, it shall be 
accompanied by evidence the animal was negative to an ofϐicial test 
for equine infectious anemia within twelve months of the opening 
date of the exhibition; and 

    (3) Upon request by an authorized representative of the Ohio 
Department of Agriculture, the person responsible for each animal 
must make available a chronological list of dates, places and events 
attended by this animal within thirty days prior to entry into Ohio.

901:1-18-09  Sheep
(A) Sheep moved within Ohio for exhibition: The animal pre-

sented for exhibition must show no symptoms or evidence of an 
infectious or contagious disease.

(B) Sheep imported into Ohio for exhibition:
    (1) Must be accompanied by a certiϐicate of      
veterinary inspection issued within thirty days preceding the 

opening date of the exhibition; and
    (2) The animal presented for exhibition must show 
no symptoms or evidence of an infectious or contagious disease; 

and
    (3) The owner and the veterinarian must attest to 
the following statement written on the certiϐicate of veterinary 

inspection “the sheep in this shipment are not known to be under 
any movement restrictions because of “scrapie.”      (See additional 
information at end.)

901:1-18-10  Swine
(A) Swine moved within Ohio for exhibition:
    (1) At a terminal show must: We are a partial terminal show.
(a) Show no symptoms or evidence of an infectious or conta-

gious disease; and        
(b) Originate from a county which sixty days prior to the exhibi-

tion opening date had no pseudorabies quarantined herds; and
(c) Have no breeding swine present and all swine removed are 

delivered for immediate slaughter or to a licensed livestock facility.
(d) Notwithstanding any other provisions of these rules, the 

manager or sponsor of the exhibition may, prior to permitting the 
exhibition of any porcine animal at a terminal show require proof, 
for example a VS form 4-33, animal disease diagnostic laboratory 
submission form, or a certiϐicate of veterinary inspection, the ani-
mal has been tested and classed “negative” to an ofϐicial test for 
pseudorabies within forty-ϐive days immediately preceding the 
opening date of the exhibition.

    (2) At all other shows, must be accompanied by a certiϐicate 
of veterinary inspection issued within forty-ϐive days preceding the 
exhibition opening date; and must be negative to an ofϐicial pseu-
dorabies test within forty-ϐive days of the exhibition opening date 
unless:

   (a) They originate immediately and directly from a pseudora-
bies qualiϐied herd; or

   (b) Are suckling pigs accompanying a negative dam; or
  (c) They originate from a pseudorabies vaccinated herd and 

meet the following conditions: 
          (i) The herd has had a negative monitored test within twelve 

months, and
          (ii) The swine presented for show are negative to a pseudo-

rabies differential test; or
     (3)Will be exempt from the requirement of a certiϐicate of vet-

erinary inspection if they originate immediately and directly from a 
stage V area and show no symptoms or evidence of an infectious or 
contagious disease.

     (4) Are exempted by a written permit issued by the depart-
ment.

(B) Swine imported into Ohio for exhibition:
      (1) Must be accompanied by a certiϐicate of veterinary in-

spection issued within thirty days preceding the exhibition opening 
date; and

    (2) Be negative to an ofϐicial pseudorabies test within thirty 
days of the exhibition opening date unless:

(a) They originate immediately and directly from a stage V area 
or from an area or country recognized by the United States Depart-
ment of Agriculture, Animal Plant Health Inspection Service, Veteri-
nary Services as pseudorabies free; or

(b) They originate immediately and directly from a pseudorabies 
qualiϐied herd and have not been previously exhibited this show 
season; or

 (c)  Are exempted by a written permit issued by the department.
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(C)  Swine moved within or imported into Ohio for racing shall:
    (1) Be separated at all times from any other swine on the ex-

hibition grounds by the greatest distance reasonably possible; and
    (2) Be accompanied by a certiϐicate of veterinary inspection 

issued within thirty days preceding the opening date of the exhibi-
tion; and

   (3) Be negative to an ofϐicial pseudorabies test within thirty 
days of the exhibition opening date unless:

(a) They originate immediately and directly from a stage V area 
or from an area or country recognized by United States Department 
of Agriculture, Animal Plant Health Inspection Service, Veterinary 
Services as pseudorabies free; or

(b) They originate immediately and directly from a pseudorabies 
qualiϐied herd and have not been previously exhibited this show 
season;

(c) Are exempt by written permit issued by the department.
     (4) Be exempt from the immediate slaughter requirement of 

paragraph (A)(c) of this rule.
901:1-18-11  Llama

(A) Llama moved within Ohio for exhibition when presented for 
exhibition must show no symptoms or evidence of an infectious or 
contagious disease.

(B) Llama imported into Ohio for exhibition:
    (1) Must be accompanied by a certiϐicate of veterinary inspec-

tion issued within thirty days preceding the exhibition opening 
date.

    (2) When presented for exhibition must show no symptoms or 
evidence of contagious disease.

SHEEP AND GOAT,
   EXHIBITION REQUIREMENTS

From The Ohio Department of Agriculture 2-21-02
In order for Ohio to maintain Consistent State Status, Ohio sheep 

and goat exhibitions will be considered Interstate Commerce.
A. Requirements for bringing sheep and goats into Ohio for exhi-

bition, sale or breeding

1.  Certiϐicate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) issued within 30 
days of the opening date of the exhibition.

2. CVI must be signed by the owner and the veterinarian attest-
ing to the following statement: “the sheep/goats in this shipment 
are not known to be under any movement restrictions because of 
“scrapie.”

3. Show no evidence of infectious or contagious disease.
4. All sheep and goats must be identiϐied with 
ofϐicial USDA identiϐication (USDA approved sheep tags, USDA 

approved tattoos, or identi ication in the Scrapie Flock Certi ication 
Program)

5. If the animal was born after Jan. 1, 2002, 
it must have ofϐicial USDA sheep/goat identiϐication and be 

identiϐied to the ϐlock of birth.
A.  Identiϐication requirements for sexually intact 
sheep and goats moving within Ohio for exhibition including 

sales
1. Ofϐicial USDA sheep/goat identiϐication in the form or an ap-

proved tag or tattoo                       
2. If the animal was born after January 1, 2002, it must have ofϐi-

cial USDA sheep/goat identiϐication and be identiϐied to the ϐlock of 
birth by an eartag or tattoo placed by the owner of the ϐlock of birth, 
or a tag or tattoo placed by the purchaser.

3. The identiϐication requirements for ϐlocks enrolled in the Vol-
untary Scrapie Flock Certiϐication Program qualify as ofϐicial USDA 
identiϐication for exhibition and interstate movement; no other spe-
cial identiϐication is needed.

Ohio sheep and goat wethers that are less than 18 months of 
age exhibited in Ohio do not require USDA identiϐication.

B. “Exhibition” means any public show of animals which is spon-
sored by or under the control of an Ohio county or independent 
agricultural society OR the Ohio State Fair OR which is assembled 
for a period which exceeds 36 hours  OR contains animals of origins 
other than Ohio.

            - Includes show lamb and goat sales, consignment sales of 
livestock and jackpot shows

D. Responsibilities of an exhibition sponsor (includes show lamb 
and goat sales, consignment sales of livestock and jackpot shows):

    1.  Must have an approved veterinarian

E. For livestock purchased at an exhibition and moved out of 

state, an accredited veterinarian must    issue a certiϐicate of veteri-
nary inspection before the animal moves across the state line.

F.  The Code of Federal Regulations requires that sheep and goat 

sale records be kept for 5 years by the seller, the buyer and the ex-
hibition/sale sponsor.  The records must contain the following in-
formation:

   1. Name and address of the seller, telephone
                number if available; and
   2. Name and address of the buyer, telephone
                number if available; and
   3. Ofϐicial identiϐication when required as
                 indicated in Part A and B of these
                 requirements; and
   4.  Date of sale.

1.  Each driver must sign and fi ll out an entry blank at the registration 
desk the day of the show.    

Every driver must have their driver’s license at the time of registra-
tion, NO EXCEPTIONS.  Every driver must have their car inspected 
at least one hour prior to show time, or a $10 late fee may be imposed.

2.  All drivers must supply their own cars, only one entry per person.  
Proof of ownership may be required on each car entered.

3.  All drivers and/or pit persons 16 or 17 years of age must have a nota-
rized release signed by his or her parent or guardian.  Nobody under 16 
years of age can drive or be in pit area.

4.  All persons must sign the release sheet and receive a pit pass to be 
permitted in the pit area or on the track.  Drivers only to receive a free pit 
pass upon registration; all other pit passes $15.

5.  Th e track or promoter reserves the right to approve or reject any 
and all entries. 

6.  ALL CARS will be inspected, so be LEGAL...
7.  No drinking of alcoholic beverages is permitted on fairgrounds in-

cluding on track, in the emergency vehicle area, or in the pit area.  Any 
driver or pit person under the infl uence of alcohol or drugs will be im-
mediately disqualifi ed and removed from the grounds.

Animal awards will be awarded at the end of each show, but will 
be returned to the Livestock Show Arena where they can be picked 
up after 9:00 a.m. on Saturday, provided a completed “Thank You” 
has been turnedin at the Junior Fair Board Offi ce. Still project tro-
phies will be released to club advisors to put in club booths with still 
projects during booth set-up times, provided a completed “Thank 
You” has been turned in at the Junior Fair Board Offi ce. Still project 
trophies released for club booths must remain in club booths until 
booths are released at 5:00 p.m. on Sunday. Still project trophies not 
released for club booths by the end of booth set-up on Tuesday will 
remain in the trophy case in the Livestock Show Arena. Still project 
trophies remaining in the trophy case all week will be released after

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DEPARTMENT 7 - LIVESTOCK 
GENERAL LIVESTOCK RULES 

All participants must follow Ohio Department of Agriculture Exhibition 
Rules. http://codes.ohio.gove/oac/901-19
ALL 4-H AND FFA MEMBERS ARE REQUIRED TO PARTICIPATE IN LIVE-
STOCK SKILLATHON FOR THEIR ANIMAL PROJECT PRIOR TO THE 
FAIR. MEMBERS ARE NOTIFIED OF THIS SCHEDULE.
All Junior Fair Livestock must be in the possession of the exhibitor by each 
department’s deadline date. The animal’s housing location must be declared 
on each of the respective registration forms. Animals must be under the care 
of the member and can only be housed on the family’s property. “Family” 
means the immediate family of an exhibitor, including but not limited to 
the exhibitor’s parent, step-parent, foster parent, grandparent, step grandpar-
ent, foster grandparent, brother, sister, step-brother, step-sister, half-brother, 
half-sister, son, daughter, step-son, stepdaughter, or guardian. If a member is 
unable to keep their project animal on their property and do not have a “fam-
ily” member that can keep their project animal, the member must complete 
a Housing Exception Form to be fi lled out and returned with the registration 
form. Each form will be considered by the Junior Fair Livestock Commit-
tee for approval. After each department’s registration deadline date, random 
spot checks will be made by Senior Fair Board members and Junior Fair 
Livestock Committee members to assure that animals are tagged properly. 
Anyone knowingly switching or replacing animals after the possession date 
will be disqualifi ed from showing or selling at the Belmont County Junior 
Fair during the current year. These random spot
checks may occur until time of fair.
ALL MARKET LIVESTOCK AND LACTATING DAIRY CATTLE AND DAIRY 
GOATS ANIMAL EXHIBITORS MUST ATTEND A QUALITY ASSURANCE 
TRAINING SESSION TO BE ELIGIBLE TO EXHIBIT AND SELL AT THE 
BELMONT COUNTY FAIR. ALL BELMONT COUNTY YOUTH MUST HAVE 
LIVESTOCK QUALITY ASSURANCE CERTIFICATION BY JULY 1, 2017. ALL 
YOUTH EXHIBITING A MARKET OR LACTATING DAIRY CATTLE AND 
DAIRY GOAT ANIMAL MUST COMPLETE A DRUG USE NOTIFICATION 
FORM IN ORDER TO EXHIBIT AND SELL AT THE BELMONT COUNTY 
FAIR. THESE FORMS ARE TO BE TURNED IN AT THE WEIGH-INS ON 
TUESDAY OF THE FAIR.
Outstanding Project Knowledge Awards (OPK) Provided by Mehlman 
Trucking 
* Only youth who attend regular scheduled Livestock Skillathon are eligible for OPK.
* All members receiving a perfect score will be awarded OPK.
* The top 10% of total number of youth in specie area will receive an OPK.
* Jr. and Sr. categories will be used for scoring purposes in all species except swine 
which also has an intermediate category.
* Awards will be announced during each Junior Fair specie show.
*ALL LIVESTOCK EXHIBITORS ARE REQUIRED TO BRING AN UP-TO-
DATE PROJECT BOOK, RECORDS INCLUDING A ONE PAGE REPORT 
TELLING WHAT YOU HAVE DONE AND LEARNED THROUGH YOUR 
PROJECT TO LIVESTOCK SKILLATHON.
Grooming
All clipping, grooming, and shearing must be done prior to animals arrival at 
the fairgrounds. No artifi cial color, adhesive, enhancers, etc. may be used in 
preparing market animals for the fair. Market animals should be washed and 
brushed only. NO sleeves, Blankets, Ice packs Ice, Wet towels and Drench-
ing is permitted. If anyone is found guilty of this offense, he/she will be 
penalized by being ineligible to show (including showmanship) and sell that 
species of animal the present year and will be ineligible to bring any ani-
mal to the fair the following year. 4-H/FFA members preparing for Breeding 
Classes will not be restricted from grooming or clipping their animals. It is 
required that the member be present and actively participating in preparing 
project animal(s) they are going to show. For clarifi cation, see specifi cs rules 
that pertain to your species. 
Per Fair weigh-in tag in – Youth may register up to 4 animals during pre-fair  
Weigh in tag in – youth may weigh, tag in 1 additional animal as a Family Ani-

mal, to be used by any family member  Fair weigh-In EID (electronic identifi ca-
tion) Tag are to remain on animal.  Youth is responsible for removal of all tags 
except EID, Federal tags  and fair tags. 
If an animal is weighed and it does not make weight:
*Animal is taken off scale.
* Zero scale.
*No feed or water can be given to the animal.
*Animal must not leave area (DOES NOT go back to barn or trailer)
*Animal can then be weighed again-ONE TIME ONLY. Animals not mak-
ing weight will be disqualifi ed from showing in any market classes. All un-
derweight animals may have the option to stay at the fair. If they stay at the 
fair, they must be shown in the showmanship classes, but they may not sell 
at the Junior Fair Livestock Sale, and must remain on the fairgrounds until 
specifi ed release times (see Rule #6).

 
FOR 4-H & FFA MEMBERS 

1. All Junior Fair livestock may also be entered in their respective open 
classes, if applicable. Open class entry form,   must be sent to Becky Sel-
mon, P.O. Box 704, St. Clairsville, Ohio 43950 – Secretary of the Senior 
Fair Board. Regular entry fees will be charged.
2. All Junior Fair livestock must be registered by 4:30 p.m., August 1, 2020 
on forms available from the Ohio State University Extension Offi ce.
3. Late livestock entries will be accepted, with a fee, in Junior Fair catego-
ries until 4:30 p.m. August 15, 2020, if space is available. A $10 fee will be 
charged for each junior fair livestock entry turned in after 4:30 p.m. on Au-
gust 1, 2020, but during the fair entry grace period (after 4:30 p.m. August 
1 – August 15 by 4:30 p.m.). One entry is equal to one exhibit, example: one 
market steer, one market goat, one pen of three market rabbits, or one horse. 
NO entries will be accepted after 4:30 p.m. on August 15.
4. Regularly enrolled members of Belmont County 4-H clubs, organized 
and conducted under the supervision of the Ohio State University Extension 
and Belmont County FFA members are eligible to exhibit in this depart-
ment. A member must not have passed his/her 19th birthday on January 1, 
of the current year to be eligible. If individual livestock entries are submitted 
by the end of the fair entry grace period, members will not lose individual 
livestock premiums.
5. All Junior Fair Market Animals, excluding rabbits and poultry, must be 
in place by Tuesday, September 3 by 8:00 a.m. All other Junior Fair Animal 
Exhibits must be in place by 7:00 p.m. Tuesday, September 3.
6. Livestock sold at auction that are being hauled by the livestock sale com-
mittee, may leave the grounds from 12 midnight Fri. Sept 6 thru 10 a.m. 
Sat. Sept 7.  Other livestock sold at the auction and being hauled privately 
may leave the grounds between 7-10 a.m. on Sat. Sept 7.  Any animals not 
removed from the grounds during that time frame, must follow other animal 
release times, which are as follows:  All other livestock are permitted to leave 
the grounds between the hours of 12am-10am on Sun. Sept 8.  Any livestock 
not off the grounds by 10 am, must remain on the fairgrounds and will be 
released at 5 p.m. on Sun. Sept 8.  Violation will result in the individual for-
feiting his/her project premium and exclusion from exhibiting in Junior Fair 
the following year.  Exhibitors are responsible for hauling animals donated 
back to them.  Special traffi c patterns will be posted at the fair to ensure a 
safe and effi cient release of livestock during the early morning release time.  
Confl icts about release times will be reviewed and ruled on by Senior Fair 
Board Livestock Superintendent and/or Assistant Superintendent.
7. All animals must be shown by owner unless WRITTEN permission is 
given by the Extension Educator, for another Belmont County Junior Fair 
member to show animal. Except in the case where a member has 2 or more 
animals in the same class, then another Belmont County Junior Fair member 
may show the second animal without written permission.
8. NO assistance from adults, except in emergency. This also applies to 
showmanship classes. Each exhibitor is encouraged to fi t their own animal.

9. Animals to be replaced (sick or die):
a. Advisors must submit a signed statement of proof of loss.
b. Advisors must give approval before animal can be replaced.
c. No replacement will be given after the following dates:
* June 1 – Steers
* July 15 – Lambs, Goats, and Hogs.
* August 1 – Rabbits and Poultry
*August 22 - Horses (must be replaced by registered replacement horse)
d. Veterinarian’s statement must be given in case of sickness or death of an 
animal for replacement.
e. Animals can be purchased or replaced by another animal
weighed in and owned by another sibling as a result of death of animal be-
fore replacement dates.
10. No animals or tack can be put in barns before Sunday, September1, at 
5:00 p.m. There is no restriction on when tack can be taken from the barn, 
but no vehicles can be driven up to the barn between 10 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. 
on any day.
11. Junior Fair stall assignments are assigned by Junior Fair Board Direc-
tors assigned to each barn department. Failure to house your animal(s) in 
assigned space will result in forfeit of premium. No stalls are to be switched 
unless done by a Junior Fair Board Director or Department Advisor.
12. Underweight market animals will not be shown in market classes or sell 
at the fair.
13. Market animals are to remain in the care of the exhibitor until it is re-
moved from the fairgrounds. ALL premiums will be forfeited for failure to 
feed and water animal daily and clean stall. In extreme cases, exhibitor may 
be banned from exhibiting the following year at the Belmont County Fair.
14. All Junior Fair livestock exhibitors are to clean stalls/pens to the ground 
before leaving the fairgrounds on Sunday evening. Exhibitors must have 
their stall checked by a Junior Fair Board Director or Advisor, from their 
barn, before leaving. Failure to clean stalls/pens will result in forfeiture of 
Junior Fair livestock
premiums.
15. All animals taken to the fair must be entered in a class.
16. All fi rst place winners in all livestock classes, except horses, are to com-
pete for Champion or Grand Champion. Remaining fi rst place winners plus 
second place winner of class producing a Champion are to compete for Re-
serve Champion or Reserve Grand Champion.
17. All Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion market hogs, mar-
ket steers and market lambs and market goats must go directly to a state 
inspected slaughter house or to the sale barn and then directly to
a state inspected slaughter house.
18. Premium money will be paid to all Junior Fair Livestock exhibitors
for projects COMPLETED AND EXHIBITED. If a member has more than 
one animal in a project area, only one premium will be awarded except for 
breeding projects.

19. All Junior Fair Beef and Dairy Cattle must be secured with a neck rope. 
Failure to comply with this rule will mean the animal must be removed im-
mediately from the fairgrounds.
20. All Junior Fair animals must comply with health regulations and require-
ments outlined in this book. Exhibitors must have health papers with them 
to show upon request to the fair veterinarians and at the judge’s discretion. 
Check with your veterinarian.
21. If more than 10 entrants in Showmanship Classes, the class may be di-
vided.
22. It is recommended that all Junior Fair exhibitors show animals be dressed 
in appropriate attire and be neat and clean in appearance. No advertisement 
of any kind will be allowed in the show ring.
23. Two Clean Stall ribbons will be awarded in each barn daily including 
show days. Winners receive a $2.00 premium each time the award is won.
24. NO STRAW WILL BE FURNISHED FOR THE FAIR – YOU MUST 
FURNISH YOUR OWN BEDDING.
25. Only the current Junior, Intermediate, Senior Showmanship winners 
are eligible to compete in Master Showmanship. All Junior, Intermediate, 
Senior and Master Showmanship winners will return to their appropriate 
showmanship age division class the following year. All Junior, Intermediate, 
and Senior Showmanship Classes will be placed 1-3. The 1st – 3th place 
winner will each receive a rosette.
26. Members can show another person’s animal in showmanship classes 
with the consent of the owner if there are unforeseen circumstances such 
as sickness of animal resulting in the animal being sent home, etc., and fair 
entry forms have been submitted to the Extension offi ce by the deadline. 
(This rule does not pertain to horses).
27. Once an exhibitor enters a class with an animal for showmanship, he/she 
may not switch animals for the class.
28. All members competing in the State Fair events are strongly encouraged 
to compete in the county fair competition.
29. The offi cial fair veterinarian will have the fi nal decision in what are 
horns and what are scurs, and what stays on the fairgrounds and what is to 
be taken back home.
30. Livestock sold by private agreement MUST remain on the fairgrounds 
until specifi ed release times on Sunday (see Rule #6). 
31. Only livestock entered in a bonafi de market class will be eligible for sale.
32. In case of an emergency (fl at-tire, accident, etc.) on your way to fair 
weigh-in, call the Senior Fair Board Offi ce at 695-5059 to advise the Senior 
Fair Board Livestock Superintendent of your situation and let them know 
you will be late for weigh-in.
Situations will be reviewed by the Senior Fair Board Livestock Superinten-
dent and Assistant Superintendent for approval.
33. All exhibitors must have all livestock removed and stalls cleaned by 6:30 
p.m. on Sunday or fair premiums will be forfeited.

MARKET STEER RULES
1. Steers must be owned by exhibitor, weighed and ear tagged at Steer 
Weigh-in on November 17, 2018, 8:00 a.m. until 10:00 a.m. Steers must 
be born after January 1, 2018 and have a minimum weight not less than 
350 pounds at November Steer Weigh-in.
2. All exhibitors are required to participate in the Livestock
Skillathon and attend a Quality Assurance Training to participate at the 
fair (see General Livestock Rules).
3. Only steers showing predominance of recognized beef breeds or dairy 
steers of Holstein, Brown Swiss or their crosses may be entered.

4. All steers must be separated from nurse cows and fed no milk after the 
weigh-in in November.
5. Steers must be castrated and dehorned on or before weigh-in in No-
vember. The offi cial fair veterinarian will have the fi nal decision in what 
are horns and what are scurs, and what stays on the fair grounds and 
what is to be taken back home.
6. Four steers is the maximum each exhibitor may weigh-in. Exhibitor 
may show one or two steers.
7. Exhibitor may sell only 1 steer at the Junior Fair Livestock Sale. (See 
Division 6 Livestock Sale)
8. Steers are placed in proper weight classes after weigh-in. Steers must 
weigh a minimum of 750 pounds at the Junior Fair Weigh-In in Sep-
tember.
9. Steers are judged by weight classes on Wednesday, September 4, 
beginning after the Beef Showmanship Contest at 8:30 a.m. Animals 
in each class will be placed from top to bottom and awarded ribbons 
accordingly.
10. If more than 5 steers are in a weight or showmanship class, the class 
will be divided.
11. All Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion market steers 
must go directly to a state inspected slaughter house or to the sale barn 
and then directly to a state inspected slaughter house.

All feeder calves must be registered on 
Jr. Fair Livestock Forms that will be due in the OSU Extension offi ce 
by June15, 2019. Late registrations are not permitted and will prevent 
Jr. Fair members from exhibiting and selling at the Belmont County 
Fair. Feeder Calves must be registered by June 15, and owned and in the 
continual care of the member by July 1, 2019. These registered feeder 
calves must be ear tagged with tags provided by the Belmont County Ju-
nior Fair by July 1, 2019. After July 1, random  spot checks will be made 
by Senior Fair Board members and Junior Fair Livestock Committee 
members to assure that animals are tagged properly. Anyone knowingly 
switching or replacing animals after the possession date will be disquali-
fi ed from showing or selling at the Belmont County Junior Fair during 
the current year. These random spot checks may occur until time of fair. 
There will be no replacement date for feeder calves.
2. Crossbred dairy feeder calves WILL BE shown with beef feeder 
calves. Any amount of beef in dairy feeder calf will be considered a 
beef feeder.
3. All exhibitors are required to participate in Livestock Skillathon and 
attend a Quality Assurance Training to participate at the fair (see Gen-
eral Livestock Rules).
4. Junior Fair Members may register up to four feeder calves. Two feed-
er calves is the maximum for each exhibitor to show.
5. Feeder Calves are placed in proper weight classes after Junior Fair 
Weigh-In.
6. Exhibitor may only sell 1 feeder calf at the Junior Fair Livestock
Sale. (See Division 6 Livestock Sale.)
7. Feeder Calves will be judged by sex and weight classes on Wednes-
day, September 4, 2019 beginning after the Steer Show. Animals in each 
class are placed from top to bottom and awarded ribbons accordingly.
8. Feeder calves must be castrated, dehorned and healed by fair time. 
See the veterinarian for any questions. The offi cial fair veterinarian will 
have the fi nal decision in what are horns and what are scurs, and what 
stays on the fairgrounds and what is to be taken back home.
9. NO BULLS ALLOWED IN THE FEEDER CALF SHOW! Only 
steers and heifers will be permitted to show.
10. If more than 10 feeder calves are in a class, the class will be divided.
11. Read Department 8-General Livestock Rules.
12. Read Division 6-Livestock Sale.

COMMITTEE CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS 
CONSTITUTION
Article I
The name of the organization shall be called “Belmont County Junior 
Fair Livestock Sale Committee”.
Article II
The major purpose of the committee is to work with the Extension 
Educators and representatives of other youth organizations in helping 
to determine need and direction of the Junior Fair Livestock Sale by: 
1. Assisting with planning, evaluating, recommending and carrying out 
activities as they relate to the Junior Fair Sale.  2. Seeking local fi nancial 
resources and support, as needed, to conduct, promote and expand the 
Junior Fair Sale.
Article III
Offi cers of the committee shall be president, vice president, secretary 
and treasurer. The committee will meet in, March, June, August and 
October.
BY-LAWS
Article I
Two advisors and two members will represent each club participating in 
market livestock projects and will be elected by their club.
Article II
The offi cers of the committee shall be elected at the March meeting each 
year and shall be called the “Executive Committee”.
Article III
The duties of the offi cers shall be: The PRESIDENT shall preside at all 
meetings of the committee and always have in mind  the best interest of 
the committee; the VICE PRESIDENT shall perform the duties of the 
president in his absence: the SECRETARY shall keep a record of all 
proceedings of the committee and shall act as correspondent in matters 
pertaining to the business of the committee and the TREASURER shall 
receive and take care of all monies belonging to the committee and shall 
pay out upon order of the president and secretary and shall keep an ac-
curate record of all receipts and expenditures.
Article IV
Committees for special purposes may be appointed by the President at 
any time.
Article V
The Executive Committee, under the advisement of the Extension Edu-
cators shall have decision making authority during the fair in regards to 
the Junior Fair Sale.
Article VI
Majority vote shall constitute an election.
Article VII
This constitution may be altered at any regular meeting of the Commit-
tee when due notice of such alteration or amendment shall have been 
given at a regular meeting preceding and passed by a two-thirds vote of 
the members present.
RULES
1. The Junior Fair Livestock Sale’s Order of Sale will alternate annually
with each species being sold in rotation within their time frame, 1:00 
p.m. or 5:00 p.m. (With these exceptions: Feeder Calves; Beef Feeder 
Calves and Dairy Feeder Calves will alternate in sale order each year 
among themselves, which will always follow Steers; Turkeys, Broilers 
and Ducks will alternate in sale order each year among themselves. Any 
species goes to the bottom of rotation after being at
the top. 2019 – 1:00 p.m. – Lambs, Goats, Rabbits, Broilers, Turkeys, 

Ducks 5:00 p.m. – Hogs, Steers, Dairy Feeder Calves and Beef Feeder 
Calves 2020 – 1:00 p.m. Goats, Rabbits, Turkeys, Ducks, Broilers, 
Lambs 5:00 p.m. – Steers, Beef Feeder Calves, Dairy Feeder Calves, 
Hogs.
2. Junior Fair show rules must have been followed. All animals that 
will be sold at the Junior Fair Sale must be registered by the end of the 
Sheep and Goat Shows on Tuesday, September 4 and the Swine Show 
on Wednesday, September 5. This information must be given to Exten-
sion Staff working the shows.
3. Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion Market Rabbit, 
Broilers, Ducks, Turkey, Hog, Goat, Steer, and Lamb animals must be 
sold in Junior Fair Livestock Sale. All Grand Champion and Reserve 
Grand Champion market hogs, market steers, market lambs and market 
goats must go directly to a state inspected slaughter house or to the sale 
barn and then directly to a state inspected slaughter house.
4. Junior Fair members may sell no more than two lots per person. The 
only exception is if an exhibitor has more than 2 Overall Grand or Re-
serve Grand Champion Animals.
5. No animal or lot allowed in sale ring more than once.
6. Animals not making weight will be disqualifi ed from showing in any 
market class.  All underweight animals, may have the option to stay at 
the fair.  If they stay at the fair, they must be shown in showmanship 
classes (except market rabbits), but may not sell at the livestock sale and 
must remain on the fairgrounds until specifi ed release times (see Depart-
ment 8 – General Livestock Rule #6).
STEERS
1. Exhibitor may sell only one steer at Junior Fair Livestock Sale. Ex-
hibitor will make decision on which animal to sell, if two animals were 
shown, immediately following the Steer Show. No changes may be 
made after giving Extension Staff your decision on which animal to 
sell. The only exception to this is if the exhibitor should have both the 
Overall Grand Champion and the Overall Reserve Grand Champion, 
then both sell.
2. Each market beef animal is to be sold individually.
LAMBS
Only Market Lambs weighing 80 pounds or more will be sold.
HOGS
Only Market Hogs over 190 pounds may sell. 
FEEDER CALVES
Exhibitor may sell only one (1) feeder calf at the Junior Fair Livestock 
Sale. Exhibitor will make decision on which animal to sell; if two ani-
mals were shown. No changes may be made after giving Extension 
Staff your decision on which animal to sell.
MARKET GOAT
Only Market Goats over 50 pounds may sell at the Junior Fair Livestock
Sale.
BROILERS (Pen of Three)
Market Broiler Pen must consist of four chickens of the same breed 
type. Youth will show a pen of three birds and sell all four. Limit one 
pen entry per exhibitor. Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion
must will sell and all other pen of Three Market Broilers. Buyers must 
make arrangements with youth on fair departure.
RABBITS (Pen of Three Fryers)
Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion will sell and all other 
Pen of Three Market Fryers. Buyers must make arrangements with 
youth on fair departure.

TURKEYS
Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion will sell and all

MARKET DUCKS (Pen of Two)

4-H CLUB BOOTH EXHIBITS
1. Each 4-H club will exhibit their projects in individual club booths. Club 
booths will be provided in the Jr Fair Building.
2. All entries are free. Booth Size Criteria – points are assigned to projects, not 
members. 1 point for each livestock project and 3 points for each still project. 
Booth Committee members will assign booth sizes according to the point sys-
tem. Advisors do not need to make booth requests..
3. Each club will select a theme consistent with the objectives, activities and ac-
complishments of 4-H. Decorations, project displays and educational messages 
should all incorporate or complement the overall theme.
4. Club exhibits must be completed and in place by 12:00 noon on Tuesday, 
September 3, 2019.

Exhibits must remain complete until 5:00 p.m. on Sun-
day, September 8, 2019. No project may be removed before release times listed. 
Violation will result in forfeit of club booth premium and the individual forfeits 
his/ her project premium and exclusion from exhibiting in the Junior Fair for the 
following year. All booths must be removed
by 6:30 p.m. Sunday. 
5. Booths are supplied by the Belmont County 4-H Council. White paper will 
be available for club use, however, any color or type of material may be used. 
All other supplies and equipment needed for completing the displays must be 
furnished by the individual clubs. Exhibits should not extend above the structure 
of the booth.
6. No paint is to be used on any part of the booth structure.
7. The use of electricity is strictly forbidden.
8. Do not hang paper or backdrops from the building ceiling.
9. No perishable foods can be used in display. Use models or pictures. Models 
may not have real icing.

Most 4-H projects 
are evaluated at county 4-H Project Judging prior to the county 
fair. County fair exhibits are on a voluntary basis for member’s 
completed projects. 

There are more than 750 boys and girls enrolled in the Belmont 
County Community 4-H clubs. Local volunteers are credited for 
the leadership development among these young
people. 

Each club is under the direction of two or more local 4-H ap-
proved volunteers.

Does it refl ect 
the Girl Scout Program?, How much did the girl learn or grow in doing 
her project?”. A Girl Scout’s satisfaction will be in knowing she did her 
very best. 
4. Every registered Girl Scout (Daisy through Ambassador) and ev-
ery registered Girl Scout Troop in Belmont County is eligible to enter 
through pre-registration.
